I. Dr. Sarrett and Dr. Kornstein: Task Force on Industry Relations

A. Premise behind this work: Lots of interest in industry support for research and education. Industry support can influence objectivity and integrity of teaching, learning, practice and research related to health care. Ex: Orthopedic surgeon developed a relationship with a company where for every device made by the company that the orthopedic surgeon uses, he would get rewarded. 


B. Clinical programs are becoming increasingly dependent on industry. Industry benefits from knowledge of clinicians and clinicians also benefit


C. Senator Charles Grassley led highly publicized investigations of questionable practices fostered by the academia-industry relationship.


D. Many organizations have developed or are currently revising their policies or recommendations on conflict of interest (COI)
1. Association of American Medical Colleges: has called on all medical schools and major research universities to develop and implement COI policies. Guidelines can help optimize benefits inherent in the relationship between academic medicine and industry and minimize risks

H. Current policies and procedures in place at VCU were deemed adequate with regard to investigator COI disclosure and management strategies, but COI in research at an institutional level needs further review by senior VCU administration


I. Policies also need to state who is responsible for enforcing penalties, etc if the policies are broken. 

J. University and Health System COI tracking and oversight

1. Currently, faculty/staff are supposed to report all activities and receive approval to be involved with the activity. 

2. A recommendation will be made to institutionalize the CP1/CP2 process 

with a common electronic system so that patients and providers can have access to a list that states any relationships with dollar values over $10,000/year.
